Recommended routes

By car:

From Leicester city centre

1. Take the A50 towards Burton

2. Turn right at the island along the A563

3. Turn left at the next island along the B5327 to Anstey.

4. At theisland in the centre of Anstey village turn right along the B5328 to Cropston

5. Carry straight on across the crossroads (passing the ‘Badgers Sett’ pub on your right)

6. Follow the road for a few hundred yards taking the next right turn (Lodge Lane) and then immediately
the next right turn (Bradgate Road).

7. The entrance is approximately 500 yards on the right. Follow the car parking signs for the visitor
centre.

From the North

1. Leave the M1 at junction 22 and turn left onto the A50 towards Leicester.

2. After a few miles turn left onto the A46.

3. Take the first slip road off sign posted to Anstey.

4. At theisland in the centre of Anstey village turn right along the B5328 to Cropston.

5. Carry straight on across the crossroads (passing the ‘Badgers Sett’ pub on your right)

6. Follow the road for a few hundred yards taking the next right turn (Lodge Lane) and then immediately
the next right turn (Bradgate Road).

7. The entrance is approximately 500 yards on the right. Follow the car parking signs for the visitor
centre.

From the South

1. Leave the M1 at junction 21a and follow the A46.

2. Take the turn off for Anstey. At the island in the centre of Anstey village the B5328 to Cropston.

3. Carry straight on across the crossroads (passing the ‘Badgers Sett’ pub on your right)

4. Follow the road for a few hundred yards taking the next right turn (Lodge Lane) and then immediately

the next right turn (Bradgate Road).
5. The entrance is approximately 500 yards on the right. Follow the car parking signs for the visitor
centre.
