Getting reliable data from sensors and instruments relies on three key steps – getting the right instrument for the job, installing it correctly and performing appropriate on-going maintenance and calibration. This event focuses on the first two steps. To get the right instrument needs a good specification and understanding of the application. We will look at the role of Standards, from MCERTS to ISOs, from the viewpoints of users and suppliers, exploring whether they can be a barrier or an aide in improving quality and innovation. We will also look at the role that robust technical evaluation can play in procurement of instrumentation against a user specification for a particular application. Good installation practice is also key to good performance. Some of the latest findings related to installation of flowmeters and other instruments will be presented.
